The following resolutions were introduced at the Regular Meeting held on December 13, 2010, and are ready for debate:

RES    WHEREAS Section B (2) of By-law No. 442-2007; the Procedural By-law of the 
            Municipality of Oliver Paipoonge, requires Council meetings to be called to order at 
            6:30 pm;

AND WHEREAS Section D (27) of the said by-law calls the Committee of the Whole of Council to order at the same time and date as the regular Council meeting; being 6:30 pm;

AND WHEREAS the past practice has been that the Committee of the Whole of Council is called to order first at 6:30 pm, with the regular Council meeting being called to order after the business of the Committee of the Whole of Council agenda has been completed even though Section B (5) of the Procedural By-law provides that  “As soon after the hour of meeting and there is a quorum present, the Mayor SHALL take the chair and call the members to order”; resulting in the average start time for Council meetings to be closer to 8 pm rather than the allotted 6:30 pm;

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED THAT the Council of the Municipality of Oliver Paipoonge does hereby direct the Clerk to draft a by-law that would amend the Procedural By-law Section B (1) to provide for the regular meetings of Council to be called to order at 8 pm on the  2nd and 4th Mondays of each month;

AND FURTHER THAT the aforementioned by-law be advertised pursuant to the provisions of the Municipalities notice requirements.

AND
RES    WHEREAS Procedural Bylaw 442-2007 of  the Municipality of Oliver Paipoonge 
 does not provide for the Chair of the Committee of the Whole of Council to call a meeting other then the meeting dates established under Section 26 of said bylaw;
AND WHEREAS the said Bylaw does not provide for Council to adjourn its regular Council meeting to move into Committee of the Whole of Council for the purpose of discussing and clarifying agenda items before Council or to complete a Committee of the Whole of Council agenda previously adjourned;
NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED THAT the Council of the Municipality of Oliver Paipoonge does hereby direct the Clerk to draft a Bylaw to amend Section D (27) of the Procedural bylaw to read as follows;
“27. All Committee of Whole Meetings shall convene at a time of 6:30 p.m. on the date specified in section D (26), or as may be further called by the Chair, these meetings shall not exceed three (3) hours duration unless unanimous approval from the committee is given.”
AND FURTHER THAT the Procedural Bylaw be amended to provide that Council may at any time during a Council meeting move from the regular meeting of Council into the Committee of the Whole of Council for the purpose of discussing and clarifying agenda items before Council or to complete a Committee of the Whole of Council agenda that was previously adjourned.
